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Control Borers

There are two methods to control borers that we sell and
recommend here at the Green Haus.

The first method has been around for a long time. The
chemical we use has changed several times over the 30
plus years | have been at the Green Haus. | can still hear
Dan Vaughn, Art Bryan and Dill Van Antwerp telling me the
same thing from their experiences in their stores, back
when | was a young guy.

The old method is to spray the trunk of the tree with
borer killer when the borer is pupating into an adult insect
and flying around laying eggs on the trunk of the tree. This
all depends on the weather and how warm or cold and wet
itis.

This insect pupating happens in May and June, but we
can't tell you exactly when. So you apply the borer killer to
the trunk of the tree every two weeks, starting in early May,
and you don’t stop until the first of July.

Rain and your watering will eventually wash this off the
tree, that is why we reapply.

The second method is so much easier to do. You mea-
sure the trunk of the tree. You then mix up this chemical in
a bucket of water and pour it around the trunk of the tree
and then water it in. You are now done for the next 12
months. No reapplication until next year.

This same product can be used on roses, shrubs, vines,
flowers and for lots of other insects, besides just borers.
