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When is the last time you thought about the potting soil
you used around your house? Maybe never might be an
answer we could get.

Not all potting soils are the same. Lots of you know
exactly what | am talking about. Some potting soils on the
market, when dry, are like concrete. When some potting
soils are wet, they never seem to dry out.

The best potting soils sold are the ones that will dry out
between watering, but not so dry it is impossible to re-wet
them. The best potting soils are made with spagnum peat
moss and perlite. This is the kind we sell at the Green Haus.
There is no real dirt in our potting soil. If you want to mixin
real dirt at home, | would tell you not over 10% real dirt.

Never buy potting soil by the weight. The best potting
soils are sold by volume, like 2 cubic foot bags or 50 dry
quarts. If you buy potting soil by weight you are paying
usually for sand and water.

Our potting soil also has a fertilizer nutrient charge to
get plants started just right. Our potting soils also have
dolomitic limestone to raise the pH right where it needs to
be.

The secret to success with your pots of flowers at home
begins with where the roots of the plants will grow. You
should always purchase the best potting soil you can find.
